Minneapolis pastor John Piper explains: 

...God has no needs that I could ever be required to 

satisfy....

A mountain 

spring is self-replenishing. It constantly overflows 

and supplies. A watering trough needs to be filled 
with a pump or bucket brigade. So you glorify a 

spring by drinking...God is the kind of God who 

will be pleased with the one thing I have to offerð

my thirst....In other words, this unspeakably good 
news...[is] that God delights not when we offer him 

our strength, but when we hope in his...Prayer is his 

delight because prayer shows the reaches of our 
poverty and the riches of his grace. Prayer is that 

wonderful transaction where the wealth of Godôs 

glory is magnified and the wants of our soul are 
satisfied....Delight the heart of the God who loves 

you! How? Draw near in prayer to the throne of 

grace, bow down before its majestic authority, and 

on your knees drink from the river of the water of 
life that flows from the throne of God  

(Revelation 22:1). 

 

In prayer we enjoy fellowship with the all-sufficient God of 

the universe. When we come to Christ, God welcomes us as 

our loving Father and invites us to bring our needs and each 

otherôs needs to him.
