It is 
more likely that we will provide 
financial support to international 
ministries and volunteer support 
to local agencies. When we pick 
the groups to support, we use the 
following criteria: Is the ministry 
Jesus-centered? Is there a way to 
participate in the ministry? Is it 
providing the right kinds of  
support? Is it financially sound?  
 
In recent weeks we have looked at 
missions activity through the lens 
of the book, When Helping Hurts. 
In it, the authors Fikkert and  
Corbett distinguish between relief, 
rehabilitation and development. 
These are the typical categories

Different needs call for different 
types of support. The ministries we 
support cover all three categories, 
but for long-term support we find 
we are inclined toward develop-
ment.

may be strong, without being  
financial support. We may support 
it with our hands, by volunteering.

Why Do Youth Retreats?

We live in a time when there are 
never enough hours in a day, and 
pay checks stretch less and less to 
make ends meet. With higher  
demands on your time for work,

be hard to justify extra church  
activities outside of the normal 
youth programming. 

I want to give you some insight  
into why I believe youth retreats 
ÁÒÅ ÖÉÔÁÌ ÔÏ Á ÓÔÕÄÅÎÔȭÓ ÓÐÉÒÉÔÕÁÌ 
growth.  There are many reasons 
why I believe retreats need to be a 
priority for students 18 and under 
ɉÔÈÅÙȭÒÅ ÉÍÐÏÒÔÁÎÔ ÆÏÒ ÁÄÕÌÔÓ ÔÏÏȦɊȟ 
but I am going to focus on five  
reasons. 

 

The first reason is the life change 
that typically comes from youth 
retreats.  I think this has to do with 
getting students out of their typical 
comforts and habits of daily life, 

and forcing them to rely on God, 
which in turn helps them to be  
receptive to spiritual truths. When 
students go away for a weekend 
(or even longer, in the case of a 

mission trip), it allows them to see 
how leaders and other students 
live for Christ in all areas of their 
life and not just during two hours 
on Sunday night. My own life has 
been deeply impacted by different 
retreats and mission trips that I 
have gone on. I gave my life to 
Christ at Castaway Camp the  
summer before 9th Grade. That was 
the first youth retreat I went on, 
and it had eternal results.  

Josh McDowell published a book 
that states about 75% of teenagers 
become Christians at a camp or on 
a retreat.  

The second reason I believe 
youth retreats are important is 
they are often part of life defining 
moments. Life defining sounds a 
lot like life changing, but I believe 
there is a difference. Life changing 
would be when someone accepts 
Christ as their Lord and Savior, and 
life defining moments are when 
students decide to live for Christ, 
or receive a call to something. I  
remember when I had my first life 
defining moment. It was on a sum-
mer mission trip to Saltillo, Mexico. 
I had become a believer in Christ at 
Camp Castaway, but I was not

until going on my first mission trip, 
and having the Holy Spirit convict 
me at worship night under the 
stars overlooking the city of Saltillo 
that I decided I needed to make 
changes in my life. That was a life 
defining moment.  

The third reason I believe youth 
retreats are important is because 
of spiritual growth. A retreat or 
mission trip provides students 
with many opportunities to grow 
in their faith because of the focus 
that is put on spiritual things.  
Students have the opportunity to

necessarily feel comfortable  
talking about at school or home. 
They are in an environment where

times with God. It is a chance for 
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them to hear different speaking 
styles and perspectives. The way 
a certain speaker can say some-
thing or explains something might 
resonate with a student in a way 
they have not heard before, from 
me or other leaders. 

The fourth reason I believe 
youth retreats are important is 
the fun students can have!  Youth 
ministry has a responsibility to 
provide a fun environment for 
students, because students equate 
youth group, the congregation, 
and church to God. If church and 
youth group are boring and not

tive of God is that He is boring 
and against fun also. Students 
need to see that God is not boring! 
In fact, God is the one who  
created the idea of fun. Providing 
places  where students can shoot 
each other with paintball guns, fly 
down a zip line, speed down a hill 
on a tube, play demolition ball, sit 
in giant hot tubs, play fun games, 
sing songs, joke around, or eat 
great food is an important  
responsibility of parents,  
congregations, and staff as we are 
discipling the youth of our church. 
We cannot represent a boring, 
unimaginative, lame God, but  
rather a God of fun, joy and  
surprises. 

The fifth reason I believe youth 
retreats are so important is  
because of the community that is 
formed at those events. Friend-
ships are formed and tightened 
over shared experiences together. 
I know we have many students 
×ÈÏ ÄÏÎȭÔ ÆÅÅÌ ÃÏÎÎÅÃÔÅÄ ÔÏ  
others in the church. The best 
way for community to form is by 
being involved and attending 
youth events and retreats. This 
also is true for forming relation-
ships with the volunteer and paid 
ÌÅÁÄÅÒÓȢ )Î Á ÙÅÁÒȭÓ ÐÒÏÇÒÁÍÍÉÎÇ 
at Faith, we meet about 35 times. 
Multiplying 35 times by 2 hours, 
even less for Lighthouse and Kidz 
of Faith, is 70 hours spent with 
leaders and learning about  
spiritual things. The MEA  
Getaway retreat for Focus  
students doubles that time, with 
over 72 hours of time spent  
together. That is crucial time 
spent together when trying to 
build relationships. There is noth-
ing better for building community 
than long van rides where stu-
dents are forced to go out of their 
comfort zones and interact with 

each other rather than sit in  
awkward silence. 

I hope this gives you more of an 
idea of why we offer so many  
retreats to students and families 
that are already too busy and 
struggling to get by financially. It 
is important to provide the best 
opportunities for your students,
