Fine-tune page layouts.  This is taking the “initial page 

layouts” described above and working with them to cre-

ate easily-readable and visually-pleasing pages.   

Proofreaders.  These people will read for spelling, gram-

matical, punctuation and content errors that have not 

been corrected in earlier stages of production.   

“Initial” and “fine-tuning” page layout work requires use 

of Microsoft “Publisher” software either at church, or at 

home using the church network, or using Publisher soft-

ware you have already purchased for your home com-

puter.  Proofreaders do not need special software since 

they can proofread PDF files emailed to them or 

printouts in the church office.

Here are some NEW needs:  
 

Design flyers or brochures for Pastor Buck.  Pastor 

Buck is looking for several people with computer design skills 

to do this work as needs arise.

Work on one or more phases of Faith In Action (FIA) 

newsletter production.  FIA  is now published 4 times per 

year.  We are moving to having it done entirely by volun-

teers.  We need one or more people who have the skills to 

do each one of these steps:  

Do initial page layouts.  This is the first step.  It involves 

getting the basic content from word processing and graphic 

files submitted by others moved into initial page layout for-

mats on the right page of FIA in the Publisher software.  

Someone else will fine-tune the layout and spacing on each 

page.  This is to get the basic bones of the publication in 

place.
